Anyone wishing to
guestion the validity or provisions of the Order should apply to the High Court within six weeks from
the date that the Order became effective. The Order, which comes into force on 7 March 2025, will
introduce the following:

20 MPH Maximum Speed Limit (at all times)

Blythe

The entire lengths of Farmhouse Way and Shelly Crescent.

Shelly Lane - From its junction with Shelly Crescent, northwards for its entire length.
Castle Bromwich

The entire lengths of Chestnut Drive, Larkfield Avenue, Ringmere Avenue, Southfield Avenue,
Wentworth Avenue and Woodford Avenue.

Chelmsley Wood

The entire lengths of Craig Croft, Drummond Way, Hedingham Grove, Penrith Grove, Pomeroy Way
and Wardour Drive.

Carisbrooke Avenue - From a point approx. 52m northwest of its junction with Longley Walk, north-
westwards to its junction with Pomeroy Way and Hedingham Grove.

Dunster Road - From its junction with Craig Croft, northwards for approx. 35m.
Dorridge & Hockley Heath

The entire lengths of Copstone Drive and Hanbury Road.

Elmdon

The entire lengths of Kitwood Drive, Lingham Close, Rouncil Close, Stockwell Rise, Wharton Avenue
and Wheeley Road.

Shirley West

The entire lengths of Hazeloak Road, Middleton Road, Velsheda Road, Danbury Road, Gilliver Road,
Grenville Road, Halifax Road and Shirley Park Road.

Silhill

The entire lengths of Framefield Drive, Heather Grove, Sambourne Close, Timmins Close and
Wherretts Well Lane.

Lugtrout Lane - From its junction with Damson Lane to its junction with Damson Parkway.

Smith’s Wood

The entire lengths of Anglesey Avenue, Arran Way, Bell Close, Guernsey Drive, Jersey Croft, Jura
Way, Sark Drive and Wight Croft.

Windward Way - From its junction with Chester Road eastwards for approx. 45m.

Windward Way - From a point approx. 34m south of its junction with Guernsey Drive. northwards for
approx. 568m.

St Alphege

The entire lengths of Park Avenue and Brueton Avenue.
