Case added to the 
MARAC agenda to share 
info and check if other 
agencies hold relevant 

information.
MARAC retain decision 
making responsibility, 
including if additional 
support for follow up 

meeting will be beneficial

Safeguarding officer 
(and other) meet 

with the applicant to 
update and provide 

disclosure.
Any information  

provided  is 
confidential and 

cannot be shared by 
the applicant

Stage 3 (within 20 days)Stage 2 (within 5 days)

PPU Sergeant reviews and 
allocates to PPU 

Safeguarding Officer. 
Checks made with relevant 

services e.g. Social 
Services, Probation, Mental 

Health, Women’s Aid

Based on information 
collated if there are 
concerns the person 

at risk will be 
contacted directly, 
the third party will 

not be notified
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
